and

WHEREAS, the Red Lake Band of Chippewa Indians protects wolves and their habitat on the
Red Lake Indian Reservation; now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Red Lake Tribal Council hereby respectfully requests’
that he Minnesota DNR stop the proposed 2012 Wolf Hunting and Trapping Season.
